Due to damage from Tropical Storm Irene, the following shall be the revised Standard Operating Procedures for the Outer Island Unit (Branford, CT) of the Stewart B. McKinney National Wildlife Refuge:
The Outer Island Unit will be open to the public any time (dawn to dusk) that a USFWS employee or volunteer, or any docent or board member of the Friends of Outer Island is present on the island. The island will be closed whenever none of the aforementioned individuals is present, and from dusk to dawn every night.

The following areas are open to the public: The stone pier and adjacent beach areas where staff and visitors land boats, the education lab and pavilion, the restroom and adjacent wood deck, the wood deck attached to the Elizabeth Hird House including the observation platform, and the rocky coastline on the Long Island Sound side of the island. All areas not designated above, including the large tide pool and walkway that faces Falkner Island, will be closed to the public at all times.

Staff members and docents stationed on the island must inform visitors where they may go and where they may not go. If practical, staff members and docents should accompany visitors on their walks through the island. Any safety concerns or accidents should be brought to the attention of the Refuge Manager immediately.
These new Standard Operating Procedures shall remain in effect until further notice.
